 R E S O L U T I O N

The following steps will take place to allocate UKVEC EZ/EC funds to respective projects:

1. The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) must approve the addition/removal of all benchmarks that are approved by the UKVEC Governing Board.  Tasks, secondary outputs, and funding sources can be altered by the executive director of the UKVEC and will be reviewed and approved by Executive Committee of the UKVEC Governing Board and USDA.

2. The proposed project must be benchmarked with all pertinent information listed on the benchmark system, which are approved by the UKVEC Governing Board and USDA.

3. All requests for funding from UKVEC EZ/EC funds must be listed in the benchmark system under the proper benchmark.

4. An agency requesting earmarked UKVEC EZ/EC funds must submit a written request to the executive director of the UKVEC specifying the amount requested and the scope of the project.

5. The agency must also specify in the written request a date and time to meet with the executive director of the UKVEC to review the project and funding request.

6. After reviewing the project, the executive director can approve the project, deny the request, request more information, or discuss the project at the next UKVEC Governing Board meeting with the ratification of the executive committee of UKVEC Governing Board.

7. The executive director will have the discretion to approve funding to the maximum amount listed under the benchmark system.  If a request is in excess of the listed amount in the benchmark system, the UKVEC Governing Board must make a recommendation at the next Governing Board meeting.

8. Once approved, an agreement will be drafted between the UKVEC and the agency.  The agreement will contain a time frame for project completion, project scope, progress report submissions, invoice(s) submission, compensation, termination of contract, and other pertinent information.

9. Once an executed agreement has been completed, the requested amount will be submitted to the agency to complete the project.  Invoices and a final progress report will be submitted to the executive director of the UKVEC once the project is completed.

10. The benchmark system will be amended to illustrate the project and its progress.

11. All actions will be in conformance with applicable federal laws and authorities. 
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
